Tiger is a tandem seat combat helicopter with day and night capabilities. It is designed for armed
reconnaissance, escort, air to air combat, ground firing support and anti-tank warfare. Certain Tigers
are fitted with roof mounted sight and nose mounted turret gun like the French HAP, the Spanish HAD
and the Australian ARH. Other Tigers, like the German version UHT, are fitted with a mast mounted
sight and nose mounted piloting FLIR.

The Tiger outclasses its competitors thanks to its exceptional agility due to the rigid rotor and the fact
that the pilot is in the front seat. This allows it to fly at low altitude at night safely, which no competitor
can match. The effective countermeasures protects it and show no laser, infrared or electromagnetic
signature. Its accurate gun turret makes use of target position prediction. Tiger's outstanding availability
is based on an on-condition maintenance, a crackfree composite structure and built-in tests.

206 helicopters have been ordered so far : 80 HAP for France, 80 UHT for Germany, 22 ARH for
Australia and 24 HAP for Spain. The two first units are operational in France and in Australia. In April
2009, over 14 000 flight hours had already been logged.

4 assembly lines : Marignane, Donauworth, Brisbane and Alicante.

3 types of anti-tank weapons have been selected by Tiger customers : fire and forget Trigat, fire and
follow Spike and battle proven laser-guided Hellfire.

The HAD variant, currently under development, will offer by 2011 an increased engine power and
all-in-one weapon types on a single helicopter platform.
