LH Aviation was created in spring 2004 by Sebastien Lefebvre and Frederic Hubschwerlen. Design of
the LH-10 Ellipse started in June 2003, when both engineers decided to design a two seat airplane that
fulfills their dream of a high performance, high quality and high technology aircraft.
The LH-10 Ellipse is a two-seat light aircraft kitplane designed by LH Aviation of France. It is available
either with fixed or electric retractable landing gear. Full span flaperons give good roll control and high
lift at low speeds. Thanks to state of the art high lift devices and a remarkable thrust to weight ratio, the
LH-10 Ellipse can operate from small, unimproved airfields
The Ellipse is a low wing mid mounted single engine pusher configuration with a tandem seating
arrangement, and is constructed in composite materials.
The LH-10 Ellipse is available as a quick built kit, with most composite structural parts bonded and
ready for assembly. LH Aviation offers builders training courses and builder assistance which will
enable even those without previous aircraft building experience to completely finish the LH-10 Ellipse.
The aircraft is built according to the requirements of the FAR-23. The LH-10 Ellipse was developed and
designed completely on computers, which would otherwise require the equivalent of 1.5 tons of paper.
